There are specific requirements that a student must meet in order to graduatedm Fife High School. The five kinds of
requirements are:

TimeRequirements

Normally, four years of attendance are required in grades nine through twelvend a full academic schedule is
required in grades nine and ten. Juniors and seniors who will earn enough credits to graduate by the end of their
senior year are not required to enroll for the full day, but are required to enroll ifive class periods eactsemester.
Juniors and seniors who are in good academic standing and are needed by their parents or employer during school
hours on a regular basis can apply for a late arrival or early dismissal.

CreditRequirements

Fife High School is currently adjustig to a 6period day from a 4period day. Credit requirements are changing
accordingly. Students will be expected to earn a total d?5 (class of 2010), 23 (class of 2011), or 22 (class of 2012)
credits in order to complete their high school credit requiements. At Fife High School, grades 112, 90 hours of
instruction in a semesterlong classequals.5 credit. Credit is awarded when students meet or exceed the minimum
academic requirements of the class. Credit requirements have been increased beyohdse of the State Board of
Education to assure that students have an opportunity to undertake a broad variety of academic, occupational,
cultural, and recreational courses in order to adequately prepare themselves for pekitgh school outcomes.

CourseRequirements

While the credits listed above are sufficient for graduation, not just any type of credits will qualify. The student may
freely choose some courses or subjects (those called electives), but some subjects are required by the State of
Washington, others by the Fife School District.

State Assessments

Starting with the class of 2008, students must demonstrate mastery of all required sections on the Washington
Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) to meet graduation requirements. For some spestiadent populations, the
State will make alternative assessments availableAt the time of publication, the State of Washington is planning on
changing the WASL to another format beginning next year. While we do not know specifics yet, we do know that
passing the new state assessment will be required for graduation.

Graduation Project

Starting with the class of 2008, students must complete 1) a plan for high school and their first year after high school
and 2) a culminating project.
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1)A High Schoolral Beyond PlanWwithin the first year of high school enroliment, each student shall develop a plan
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completion. The plan should be deveped in collaboration with the student, parent, and district staff. The plan
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year following graduation. Each student plan should be wewed annually to assess student progress, to adjust the
plan, and to advise the student on steps necessary for successful completion of the plan.

2) A Culminating ProjectDuring the course of their high school career, grades 812, students shall compete a
culminating project representing career and academic research and educational planning for high school and for one
year after graduation. (Projects will be assessed using building approved portfolio completion standards.)

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ENROLLMENT AND CRHIHLISBES

General Guidelines

At Fife High School, onkalf (.5 credit is awarded for one semester's work in a subject which meets one period per day, five
days a week, provided the student earns a grade of 'igtter. Courses listed are taught during®imstructional period

daily.

At Fife Schoolthree (3 credits are the maximum allowed to be earned by any student for any one semester, including
courses from any source, usgeprior permissioi r om a st ude nt B sbtamed.lCredits eared througheal o r
summer school program may be added tothinee credits allowed any one semester. Summer school is intended for use by
students in remedial situations.

Regular attendance is required in all classes. Excessive absenteeism for any redsadvesely affect a student's
progress in a class, even though average or above average work is done on days attended. Details related to attendance r
quirements and makap work will be announced in class. Student attendance has been identifieddntgpastudents,

faculty, staff, and administration of Fife High School as a basis for gra8pegific grade penalties for excessive absences

and tardies is outlined in detail in the Fife High School Student Handbook, provided to all students freegef aththe

beginning of each school year.

Courses may not be repeated for credit unless otherwise indicated in the curriculum guidentStuho did not fail a class
but wish to retake the same class in order to raise their grade may do so withadh@ernission of a counselor. Under
normal circumstances, students must complete one level in an academic area before advancing on to the next level.

All students have equal access to every course offered at Fife High School regardless of sexndicappinigacondition.
Students are encouraged to consider-tradlitional as well as traditional career options.

Credit is not awarded for participation in intecholastic or intramural athletic programs or student activity programs.
Students are encoaged to take part in any extracurricular activities that offer particular benefit and enjoyment for them.

There is a high demand for certain activity courses. To help meet this concern, students will only be allowed to enroll in a
single physical educatioclass each semester.

Traffic Safety courses will be scheduled during each semester as well as in the summer. Traffic safetyadihgunse.
It is the student's responsibility to register for the class, complete the application form, and tivepaguired fee by the
designated date.

Students may receive oh@lf (.5) creditfor working as office aides, counseling aides, library aides, P. E. aides, or teacher
aides. No more than ongedit may be earned through aide positions in grag&2 9

RADE LEVEL ADVANCEMENT

Students will advance one grade level per year. However, in each case, no student will receive a diploma until all
graduation requirements have been completed.
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SPECIAL WAYS TO EARN CREDITS

Usually students earn their creditsfor graduation by attending regular classes in the high school. However, in
exceptional cases, credit may be granted for learning experiences that do not fit usual patterns.

The following descriptions of different kinds of experiences that fall into thizategory do not give detailed statements

of all the special rules and procedures that apply. Each student who needs such information should consult a
counselor. Though the various experiences have different rules and procedures, most of them have certai
characteristics that are very similar. These similaties include the following:

1. Students must ask for and receive approval from the school counselor before any special learning programs are
started. Otherwise, credit may not be granted.

2. Credis will usually be allowed on the basis of one (1) credit for at least80 hours of participation in a special
program.

The following are categories of special programs for credit:

Correspondence courses

High school credit is usually not given for corrspondence courses taken while the student is eolled in the Fife
School District. In extraordinary situations in which the student has been unable to attend a regular school or needs
to make up credit, credit may be grantedupon counselor approvalfor correspondence courses taken through schools
approved by an accredited association such as Northwest Association of Schools and Colleg€dHA

Running Start

The Running Start Program allows high school juniors and seniors to enroll in a local communityllege or technical

attained junior status and have their own transportation. Each community college and/or technical college sets its

own deadlines and enrollment procedures. Students will be tested prior to admission to Running Start to assess their

math, English, and reading sKs and insure eligibility.

High School counselors must approve classes taken at Running Start.

Summer school

Summer school classes are offered at various high schools in surrounding school districts. Credits will be accepted in
remedial situations only and where prior permission has been obtained in advance.

Occupational credit

The one (1) credit occupational requirement can be satisfied in the following ways:
e by any approved career and technical education course (e.g. Business Education, Agriculturenikaand
Consumer Sciences, and Industrial Technology).
e through attendance at available technical schools (e.g. Bates, Sea& Skills Center, Clover Park).
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DUAL CREDIT PROGRAM

The Dual Credit program offered by the Pierce County Careers Gortium allows students the chance to earn both

high school and college credits for completing high school courses on high school campuses.

GRADUATION

A student must fulfill ALL graduation requirements by the end of the second semester in order to participaie the
graduation ceremony and receive a diploma. The responsibility of the school district, upon the student's completion of
the requirements for graduation, is to issue a proper diploma to each graduate. Participation in the graduation
ceremony is not arequirement to receive an actual diploma. Seniors who become involved in serious violations of
school rules toward the end of the school year may be refused permission to participate in the graduation ceremony.

In the event that other forms of correctiv e actions are imposed for violations of school rules, the student may
be denied participation in graduation ceremonies. Such exclusion shall be regarded as a school suspension. In
such instances, the diploma will be granted.

CEREMONY**

The graduation ceemony will be conducted in the following manner:

1. Each participating student must participate in the graduation ceremony rehearsal. Each student who
participates will purchase or rent the proper cap and gown as designated by the school administration artuet
class advisor and officers.

2. Caps and gowns will be worn in the proper manner, as designated by the school administration and class
advisor.

3. Students who participate will be expected to only use approved accessories for their attire.

4. Each student who paticipates will be expected to cooperate with the class advisor and to participate in all parts
of the graduation ceremony.

5. Students who fail to comply with the above requirements will automatically forfeit the privilege of participating
in the graduation ceremony or may have their diplomas withheld.

**Upon the recommendation d the IEP team, certairspecial education students maye eligibleto participate in the
graduation ceremony even though they have not met the requirements for receiving a diplomdhe student must

have met the minimum number of creditsfor his/her cohort group and be enrolled in an educational program that

will extend beyond the normal fouryear high school programA O AT AOI AT OAA EI InONElAcasésDOA AT
special educationstudents may participate in only ONE graduation ceremony during their high school career.

WITHHOLDING DIPLOMRASISCRIPTS

Diplomasor transcripts will be withheld until all graduation requirements have been completed. A student's diploma
or transcripts may also be withheld until the student pays for any school property that has been lost or willfully
damaged. Upon payment for damages, or the equivalency through voluntary work, the diploftnanscripts will be

released. The student and his/her parents iy appeal the imposition of a charge for damages to the superintendent
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and the board of directors. The student and his/her parents shall be notified regarding the nature of the violation or
damage, how restitution may be made, and how an appeal may betinged. Students and parents shall have the
right to an informal conference with the principal regarding fines.

FHS ACADERRECOGNITIRROGRAMS

Over the years, Fife High School has developed several ways in which to recognize individuals who have
distinguished themselves academically. The goal is to reinforce individual growth and the desire to learn and
improve.

GRADUATION HONORS

During the graduation ceremony students can be honored in the following ways:

Honor CordsSThose senios graduating with a GPA of 3.2r above will be designated as Graduates With Honors.

These students will be invited to the Honor Grad dinner and will wear gold honor cords during graduation
ceremonies.

Top Ten Students *ffie top ten students in the graduating claswiill be noted in the graduation program and
earn a medallion to wear signifying their achievement.

College Preparation Medallion %tudents earn theCollege Preparation Certificatby maintaining a GPA of

3.3 and above and completing our most demanag pre-college classes. They will be honored with a medallion that
can be worn at graduation activities.

** To be eligible for this recognition, students must have completed all required classes in the regular classroom setting
at Fife High School.

SUBJET AREA EXCELLEWHDS

At Senior Awards Night an outstanding student from each curriculum department will be recognized. Faculty
members in each department will establish selection criteria and will make the final decision as to whether or not this
award should be presented on any given year and if so, the name of the student to receive this honor. This award will
be based on grades, personal dedication, commitment and potential for future excellence.

CERTIFICATES OREXNEE

standards, Fife High School will offer special certificates called Certificates of Excellence. These certificates will be
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granted to those seniors who have succeasfy completed a prescribed course of study at Fife High School. Classes
taken in grade 9 do not count towards FHS Certificates of Excellence.

Those who choose to enter and complete this academic program will:

1. meet high expectations for student respondility in learning.

2. realize the sense of accomplishment that comes with achievement.

3. receive a Certificate of Excellence in the spring. This certificate may be beneficial in college recommendations
and placement.

3. The student must have a minimum G.P.A. of 3.500 each semester of the sophomore year.
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Junior Year
1. The studert must be a Fife High School student in the junior year.

2. The student must be enrolled in three academic classes each semester. Study hall and teacher aide are not
considered academic classes.

3. The student must have a minimum G.P.A. of 3.500 each setaesf the junior year.

Senior Year
1. The student must be a Fife High School student in the senior year.

2. The student must be enrolled in three academic classes during the first semester. Study hall and teacher aide are
not considered academic classes.

3. The student must earn a minimum G.P.A. of 3.500 in the first semester of the senior year.

When students meet all of the necessary geirements for a given grade level they will be eligible to receive an
"academic letter" award. The first year the studnt fulfills the necessary requirements, his/her award will be in the
form of an academic letter in the script style. At the beginning of every school year, letters will be awarded to eligible
students from the previous year. Seniors will receive theirnaards after the end of the first semester.

FIFE HIGH SCHOONSEDINCENTER

The Fife High School counselors (in partnership with the FHS career center) serve dgmts in three major areas:
academic, personal/social and career planning. FHS counseling services are open to all students. These areas are
served through guidance curriculum (classroom or school activities), individual planning (advising, appraisal,
placement, and followup), responsive services (as needed), and system support (counseling related but not direct
contact with students). More information is available on the counseling page of the FHS website.

Guidance Curriculum occurs in large groups, n classrooms, and in small groups. Topics covered include:
sophomore review of credits and graduation requirements, sophomore Career Cruising session, sophomore parent
night, PSAT test interpretation, junior conferences, junior career cruising, Collegenférmation Night, senior
conference, senior Career Cruising session, Running Start informational meeting, grief group, and junior college field
trip.

Individual Planning occurs when counselors meet individually with students and parents. Students are enraged

to plan, monitor, and manage their own academic learning, career planning, and personal/social growth. Students
who are credit deficient for graduation will receive notification outlining ways to make up credits. Seniors who are in
jeopardy of not graduating will receive careful individual planning to assist them in planning a timely graduation.
Specific individual topics to be covered include: 504 case management, awards and recognition (HOBY, honor grads,
certificates of excellence), college ggications, letters of recommendation, ELL, home school questions, registration
and scheduling, course placement, referrals to outside agencies, student credit checks and records review, Running
Start, parentteacher-student staffings, and team meetings.

Responsive services occur when counselors are responding to immediate situations, needs, or crises. The
counselors are able to problersolve, make referrals, coordinate services and help with interventions. Responsive
services can be academic, personal/s@l, or careerrelated.

System Support occurs when the counselors coordinate with other areas in the school to ensure a safe, orderly
learning environment for students. System support addresses academic, personal/social and caresglated concerns.
Specific services include: Monthly safety net meetings, weekly administration meetingsmonthly special education
meetings, monthly district counselor meetings, participation on the learning improvement team and site council,
partnering with the school nurse, psychologist, and classroom teachers and many others.

FOUR YEAR COLLEGE COURSE PLANNING

The following criteria provide guidelines for admission to Washington's public baccalaureate institutions (Central
Washington University, Eastern Washington hiversity, The Evergreen &te College, University of Washington,
Washington State University, and Western Washington University). Meeting minimum requirements does not assure
admission to a particular institution.

According to the admissions office atWwWU, the most significant factor considered when reviewing applications is
cumulative academic performance including grade point average, nature and difficulty of courses, grade trends, and

community, and individual circumstances are also considered.

Minimum eligibility requirements may be waived under certain circumstances. Admission requirements to private
baccalaureate institutions (e.g. P.U., U.P.S.) are similar to those of public universities.
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COLLEGE ADMISSUENECT REQUIREMENTS

To be eligible for admissionto a 4-year university or college studentsare expected to take a rigorous academic
schedule. Beginning with the graduatinglass of 2012, students planning to apply to a universitynust complete a
minimum of 3 college academic distribution requirements (CADRS) each year of high school, including the senior year.
CADR credits include English, math, lab science, foreign langaagnd social studiesStudents are encouraged to
pursue additional course work beyond these minimums.

It is possible to satisfy a core requirement through college course work. In general, five quarter credits count as the
equivalent of one year of highschool study. If you plan to make up any core requirements through college course
work, contact the institution to which you are applying.

English: Four years of study are required, at least three of which must be in composition and literature. One bét

four years may be satisfied by a course in drama as literature, public speaking, debate, journalistic writing, business
English, or English as a Second Language (ESL). (English courses taken in foreign countries are considered ESL,
except those takeni Australia, Canada, Ireland, New Zealand, and the United Kingdom). Courses that are generally
not acceptable include those identified as remedial or applied (e.g. developmental reading, remedial English, basic
English skills, review English, yearbook/anmal, newspaper staff, acting, library).

Mathematics: Three years of mathematics study are required, at least at the level of algebra, geometry, and
advanced (second year) algebra. The mathematics admission requirement stipulates that applicants attain a
minimum level of study in mathematicsin _addition to completing the specified number of years. (Preferably, the
second year of algebra includes a component of introductory trigonometry, but this is not mandatory.) More
advanced mathematics courses are osemmended, such as trigonometry, mathematical analysis, elementary
functions, and calculus. Arithmetic, prealgebra, business mathematics, and statistics courses will not count toward
the requirement. An algebra course taken in the eighth grade may sdjione year of the requirement if second year
algebra is completed in high school.Beginning with the class of 2012, students will also need tearn 1.0 credit of
math their senior year OR have successfully completed all math through P@alculus.

Social Studies: Three years of study are required in history or in any of the social sciences, e.g. anthropology,
contemporary world problems, economics, geography, government, political science, psychology, sociology. Courses
in student government, leadership community service, consumer economics, or other applied or activity courses will
not count toward the requirement.

Science: Twoyears oflab science are required. One year of biology, chemistry, physics, or applied physics must be
completed with a lab experience (i.e., both semesters in the same field). The second yeardalf science may be
completed in any course thais considered an algebrebasedlab science like chemistry or physics Students planning

to major in science or scienceelated fields are encouraged to complete at least three years of science, including at
least two years of laboratory science.

Foreign Language: Two years of study are required. The two years must be devoted to a single foreign language and
must be in sequence, with noepetition of any prior term of study and without a reduction in what would normally be

a full, second year of study. Any natural language that has been formally studied may be used to satisfy this
requirement, including American Sign Language (ASL, thenguage of the deaf community), and languages no longer
spoken, such as Latin and ancient Greek. Under certain circumstances, a foreign language course taken in the eighth
grade may satisfy one year of the requirement if the second year course is complgin high school.

Note: The foreign language admission requirement will be considered satisfied for students from neinglish
speaking countries who entered the United States educational system in the eighth grade or later. However, native
language spekers and those who are fluent in a particular language must still take a proficiency test for proper
placement.
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Fine, Visual, and Performing Arts or College Prep Elective: Oneyear of study is required in the fine, visual and
performing arts, or an addiional year in any of the five academic subjects defined above. The fine, visual, or
performing arts include art appreciation, band, ceramics, choir, dance, dramatic performance and production,
drawing, fiber arts, graphic arts, metal design, music apprestion, music theory, orchestra, painting, photography,
print making and sculpture. Courses generally not acceptable include architecture, color guard, creative writing,
drafting, fashion design, interior design, sewing, and woodworking.

COMMITMENT TERISITY

Washington's six baccalaureate institutions offer a variety of academic, financial, cultural, and personal support
services to interested students. Each institution is committed to enrolling a diverse student body considers a variety
of factors inthe application process.

WASHINGTON RESIDENCY

Under Washington State residency laws, students are defined as either financially independent of parents or
financially depended upon parents.

For financial dependent students to be classified as residentgne or both parents or legal guardians must claim the
student as a dependent, and one must be a resident of the state for at least one year before the quarter for which the
student is intending to enroll.

Some of Washington's public baccalaureate instituins give priority in admissions to residents and expect
nonresidents to meet higher admission requirements. Contact the institution(s) to which you are applying for more
information.

TWGOYEAR COMMUNITY COLLEGE COURSE PLANNING

There are no specific courseequirements for admissions to any community college within the State of Washington;
however, some programs within the colleges may have specific prerequisites (i.e. chemistry is a prerequisite for entry
in a nursing program).

COLLEGE TESTING

Four-year colleges not only require certain course rgquirements for entrance, but also require that students have
completed certain tests. Students applying to fodyear colleges will be required to take the Scholastic Assessment
Test (SAT) www.collegeboard.org oAmerican College Test (ACT) www.act.org. Students should check early in the
junior year for test dates and determine which test should be taken. Students should consider taking classes that
would help him/her prepare for such tests. You must register fo r these tests six weeks prior to testing date.

GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR THE COLLEGE APPLICATION PROCESS

1) Write to the colleges you are considering, asking for literature about the college, financial aid materials and an
application. Addresses are avadlble from the counseling center or internet. Some applications for colleges and
community colleges in Washington State are available in the main counseling area.

2) As ajunior, attend the Spring High School College Conference.

3) Take the required tests- Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT), American College Test (ACT).

4) Talk with the college representatives who visit our campus. Their visits are announced in the bulletin.

5) Attend the Seattle National College Fair in the fall.

6) Complete your application as early as gssible (October/November), and return it to the counseling center
secretary with your application fee. You must allow for enough time to process your applications. Do not wait
until the last minute.
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7) Visit the colleges on your list. Write to the Admissiam Office telling them you are coming and what you would
like to know and see.

8) Plan to attend the college information meeting held each fall at Fife High School to learn more about college
application procedure and financial aid.

FINANCIAL AID APPLICRRQBESS

Financial aid for college comes in the form of loans, grants, scholarships and jobs.

Loans are monies that must be repaid by the student or their parents. They are at a low interest rate and the
repayment schedule varies.

Grants are monies whichdo not have to be repaid by the student, nor do you have to work at a job to receive them
Grants are almost always based upon need and no other qualifications are necessary.

Scholarships are monies that do not have to be repaid by the student. They mbhg based upon need or upon some
special skill or talent.

Jobs or Work Study are payments or cash made to the student who has a job that has been arranged by the college
work -study program.

Here are the steps to follow in searching for financial aid:

1) Pick up financial aid information from the counseling area and review it with your parents.

2) Plan to attend the college informational meeting in the fall with your parents to get ideas on application
procedure and where to get financial aid.

3) Complete the conficéntial Free Application for Federal Student Aid _form (FAFSA) available in the counseling
area or at www.fafsa.ed.gov in November. FAFSA forms cannot be submitted until after Jan. 1, each year.

4) Listen to the bulletin for the announcements about schatships, and read the newsletter, pickup application

forms as needed. Application forms are on file in the counseling center.
